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   Educated at a California convent, 

Mary fell in love and eloped with John 

Elitch. She became spellbound by the 

theater and vaudeville but she and John 

were unsuccessful at creating a popular 

vaudeville show. Eventually they      

located in Denver and it was here, in 

1890, they opened a park on the west 

side of town. Thousands crowded in to 

see and picnic among the flower beds 

and trees. 
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When John died in 1891, Mary became 

sole proprietor of “Elitch’s.” In 1900, she 

married Thomas Long but the marriage 

only lasted a few years although they 

never divorced. Mr. Long ran the park. 

   Over the years, Mary expanded the 

park to include a theater and zoo. She 

was the first lady zookeeper, accepting 

animals from the Barnum & Bailey     

Circus. She even kept animals, alive or 

dead, in her home. A dead polar bear 

was stuffed to decorate her living room. 

   Because of her high standards for the 

park, Mary became debt ridden. The 

Denver Woman’s Press Club, in which 

she was active, held a benefit for her 

when she faced bankruptcy. But in 1916, 

she was forced to sell Elitch’s to John 

Mulvihill, ancestor of the Gurtler family 

which later moved the park closer to 

downtown Denver near the Auraria  

Campus and then sold out to Premier 

Parks of Oklahoma City. Mulvihill built a 

house for Mary on the original gardens 

property where she lived until she died.

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   Dr. Evans was ap-
pointed by    President 
Abraham Lincoln as         
Colorado’s second terri-
torial governor from 1862 
to 1865. Mt. Evans was 
named after Dr.   Evans. 
He was a promoter of 
churches and schools in 
Colorado Territory, and 
helped found the Colo-
rado Seminary in 1863. 
The Seminary later be-
came the University of 
Denver. Gov. Evans was 
dedicated to the develop-

ment of Colorado and Denver. There is a 
stained-glass window of him in the Colorado 
Capitol Building’s Hall of Fame in the dome. 
   Dr. Evans and his wife are buried together at 
Riverside Cemetery in Section All, Lot 257, 
Block 13. If you need a map, please stop by the 
cemetery office for help. 
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   Built by Frederick E. Mountjoy and Francis W. Frewan 
in 1929 in the depths of the Depression and opened on 
schedule in 1930, the Fairmount Mausoleum contains the 
bodies of more than 15,000 people. Notable people en-
tombed in the mausoleum include Dr. Florence Sabin, 
Helen Bonfils, and Charles Boettcher. It also houses a 
large and unique stained glass art collection. The Fair-
mount Mausoleum was designated a Denver Landmark 
on February 7, 2005. 
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   Tim Wilson has been helping families in an "at need" 
setting as a Cemetery Family Service Counselor for 
just the past six months, but he got his start at Fair-
mount over seven years ago as a part-time Funeral 
Director with the Mortuary. Then a year and a half ago, 
he became a full-time employee when he 
also began working as an Advance Planning 
Counselor with the Cemetery. Tim's natural 
inclination to help others has served him well 
in all three positions. 
   Although he was born and raised in 
Charleston, West Virginia, and has lived in 
Denver (twice) for over 30 years, Tim feels 
that his roots are also "Western Slope Colo-
rado," where both of his parents and oldest 
brother are from (with a middle brother born 
in Boulder). His father's first job after graduating from 
the University of Colorado was in West Virginia, but in 
1989 his parents finally moved back to their hometown 
of Grand Junction after living away from Colorado for 
41 years. Tim plans to make his annual Amtrak train 
trip over the mountains for his dad's 85th birthday in 
May. 
   Before arriving at Fairmount, Tim had a 17-year ca-
reer in bank operations followed by a 12-year career in 
nonprofit management,  and  he  was  a  freelance  tour 

guide for six years. During this expanse of time, he 
was also a volunteer director on several local and 
national nonprofit boards while living in Denver, 
Los Angeles, Portland, OR, and San Francisco. 
While serving three years as national co-chair for 

one organization in the mid-1980s, he was 
fortunate to travel to 23 different cities do-
ing chapter development work and fund-
raising, and he still maintains friendships 
with associates in most of those cities. In 
the 1990s he volunteered his leadership 
skills to facilitate board planning retreats 
for nonprofit organizations in five different 
cities. 
   Some of Tim's passions include travel-
ing, hiking, and "chasing waterfalls." His 

most memorable trips in that regard have been to 
Africa (Victoria Falls in Zimbabwe, and Johannes-
burg, Pretoria, and Cape Town, South Africa) and 
twice to South America (Iguassu Falls on the bor-
der of Brazil and Argentina, and Rio de Janeiro, 
Salvador, and Recife in Brazil). He also has an in-
terest in numerology, and thinks it's not coinciden-
tal that his paternal grandmother died on her 93rd 
birthday and his mother died on her 75th birthday.
